INTRODUCTION
A Brief History of the Parnassos Literary Society

The Literary Society «Parnassos» was founded in 1865 by four
young boys, aged from 11 to 16. These were the sons of Paul J.
Lambros. Inspired by the noble patriotic and cultural ideals of
that time, they decided 10 endow Athens, the capital of newly
liberated Greece, with a Society harbouring spiritual and artistic
aspirations. The Chronicle of Parnassos: 1865-1950,'" compiled
with vividness and scientific clarity by journatist K. A. Vovolinis
(who consuited all existing archives, documents and printed
material), ts very pleasant to read, but it also constitutes a moving
national legacy. We cannot resist temptation to quote some
passages from the introductory chapter of K. A. Vovolinis® book:

«It is the afternoon of June the 24, 1865. In the service room
of an Athenian mansion, there in Parthenagogeiou Street (today
Pesmazoglou Street), four children are discussing. The first one
is barely 16 vears old. Fourteen, nwelve and eleven yvears are the
respective ages of the other three. They are the sons of Paul
Lambros, a Greek born in 1820, in the vear of the beginning of
the national liberation struggle. Mr. Lambros had seen the Turks
hang his father, together with several other notables, and at his
mos! tender age he experienced the tragedy of being a refugee;
vet this did nor prevent him from acquiring a broad culture, the
fruit of hard labour, and from devoting himself 1o the study of
Numismatics and of Medieval and Modern Greek Literature.
They are the children of that Greek who contributed so much 10
the spiritual renaissance of his country after the Liberation, who
was the first to collect and publish the Greek popular songs
( 1850). It was him who invented the song “Farewell of the Rebel”
that has been since considered as a popular an them: "Mother, {
am telling vou, the Turks I cannot serve anvmorel” ».

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And the author goes on with the description of the children,
commenting as follows;

«This afternoon, as well, they continue a discussion that has
been absorbing them for days now, especially since May the
21st. It is a discussion that has nothing to do with their games
or the siummer amusements so much cherished by the voung
ones. Their faces are way too serious for their age» (p. 1),

It really does not come as a surprise that four young boys follow
the example of such a fervent Greek patriot and benefactor as
was their father.

It must be here noted, especially to the attention of distinguished
foreigners honoured by Parnassos, that the figure of the Greek
«National Benefactor» —persons who from the 18th century on
flee to countries free from Ottoman yoke {Austria, Russia, Romania,
Egypt ...)— is a familiar one among Greeks. It is the little boy,
often poor, but smart and capable, who leaves his mountain
village, works hard in his new country, acquires knowledge and
builds a considerable fortune, a great part of which he subsequently
offers to his village, or, after the Liberation (1821), to Athens,
the new capital of the nation, to be used in major projects mostly
destined to the education of youth. These are the national
benefactors whose donations are visible in Athens and in other
Greek cities. The Athens University, the Academy and the National
Library (the three neoclassical buildings in the very heart of
Athens}, the Polytechnic University «Metsovion», the «Arsakeion
School» for Girls, the Naticnal Observatory of Athens, the Zappeion
Hall, the Panathenaic Stadium, dozens of high-schools in Kozani,
Siatista, Metsovo and elsewhere are all examples of the generosity
of our national benefactors, such as: Antonios Benakis, Simon
Sinas, the brothers Evanghelos and Konstantinos Zappas, Apostolos
Arsakis and many others."?) Thus, while in most European countries
(France, Italy, Germany, Austria, etc.) it was the powerful kings

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and princes who adorned their cities with palaces, churches and
art collections, in Greece these activities were assumed by the
Greeks of the diaspora, who returned to a free country, albeit a
poor one that needed their assistance.

Many books and articles have been published. and for zood
reason, about the national benefactors. Nevertheless, there are
virtually no studies focused on the characteristics, the patriotic
feelings and, more generally, the profile of young children who
seriously and systematically devoted themselves to the promotion
of culture, as it was the case with the four brothers Lambros.
Scholars and students specializing in history and sociology
might indeed find, in similar cases, interesting subjects for their
essays, especially in connection to the occupations of children in
the 3rd millennium...

From the very beginning, Pammassos has been embraced by
Greek intelligentsia, whose members became its first donors. The
Society was involved in a great variety of high quality cultural,
artistic and patriotic activities addressed to the educated and the
intellectuals. At the same time, though, it showed interest for the
education of the poor and the destitute of society. Parnassos’
charitable activities were important and remarkable right from the
start. The School for Destitute Children, founded in 1872, was the
first private initiative of that kind in Greece. It is estimated that in
78 years (1872-1950), more than 100,000 poor and abandoned
adolescents received education in the SDC. In these were included
the so-called «Urchins of the Clock», the adolescents in rags who,
in the vears following Greece’s liberation, used to gather around
Lord Elgin’s clock, in the district of Plaka, and to debouch in the
streets of the newly founded Greek capital (Vovolinis, pp. 65-57,
77-78, 83). Nowadays the SDC, renamed School of Parnassos and
totally renewed, continues its educational endeavour. Every year, it
offers to approximately 1000 young women and men free lessons
of foreign languages, notably English, French, Genman, Italian,
Spanish and Arabic (629 swudents), Informatics (85 students),
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Byzantine music { 10 students) and Greek as a foreign language for
immigrants (233 students).'¥

Writers, poelts, philosophers, scholars of Greek literature (an-
cient, medieval and modern), painters, musicians, but also medical
doctors, scientists and clergymen, native Greeks, Greeks of the
diaspora and foreigners, became regular members of Parnassos
during the first decade of its existence and contributed to its
development. Personalities like A. Paraschos, I. Pervanoglous, A,
Valaoritis, L. Melas, 1. Altamura and the brothers Nikolaos and
Demetrios Mavrokordatos were enlisted as regular members of
«Pamassos» since 1872. Later the list extended to include A.
Ragavis, K. Paparigopoulos, Ch. Christomanos and the so-called
«Parnassos poets», L.e. the great Greek poets G. Drossinis, K.
Palamas, G. Stratigis, 1. Polemis, G. Souris, A. Proveleghios and
others.” All these personalities played an important part in the
cultural, intellectual and scientific development of modern Greece.™
Subsequently, the initiatives of Parnassos became famous for
their high quality.

One of the most important activities of Parnassos has been,
since its early years, the awarding of the title of Honorary and
Corresponding member to outstanding personalities. It is reported
that the Society was surnamed «the First Academy», because it
was founded about 60 years before the Academy of Athens, and
also because many personalities awarded with prizes by the
latter were previously honoured by the former,

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Recognition of scientific achievements of several foreign citizens
and their proclamation as Honorary or Corresponding Members
during special ceremonies constitutes a long-standing tradition
of Parnassos. Moreover, this practice is consistent with the
participation of Parnassos, since the middle of the 1880’s, in
international events and ¢onferences, such as the presentation of
foreign artists in the annual shows organized by the Society. and
lectures and communications delivered by foreign scientists in
the frame of cultural manifestations organized by Parnassos. In
that regard, we would like to ¢all to mind the following important
international initiatives of the Society: the congratulatory telegram
dispatched to English philhellene William Gladstone for his fifty
years of political action (1880}, the telegram of condolences to
the family of French philhellene Leon Gambetta (1880}, the first
announcement to the world, from the tribune of Parnassos,
delivered by English archaeologist Sir Arthor John Evans on
«The excavations at Knossos» (1902), and. finally. the awarding
of the utle of Honorary members, in the period 1907-1914, to
three eminent French personalities: Prime Minister Georges
Clemenceau, the poet Frédéric Mistral and the philosopher
Edmond Rostand.

Purpose and features of the Annuary

Honorary and Corresponding members of Parnassos occupy an
important place in that historical Society. With the publication.
for the first time, of the present honorific velume, the Governing
Board of Parnassos aims at the broadest possible diffusion of the
list and the profiles of eminent women and men honoured by the
Society. The second purpose is to grant the honoured members
the opportunity to know each other, if only from distance. By
perusing the present volume, the reader will easily realize how
broad that list is, both by geographical and by scientific standards.
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In the beginning of 2006, the list numbered 44 Honorary and
37 Corresponding members. Among them, 12 are women. When
the Administration of Parnassos decided to prepare the Honorific
Volume, all members concerned received a letter by the President
of Parnassos inviting them to send us their CV accompanied by
a photograph. A total of 56 members responded to our invitation.
Among them, 36 are Greeks (from Greece, Cyprus and the
diaspora)*® and 20 are foreign citizens. Foreign Honorary and
Corresponding members are from a variety of countries and
languages. This led us to decide that the CVs of all foreign
members would be translated and published in English whereas
the titles of books and articles would be left in the original
language of publication. Concerning the Greeks, their CVs will
be published entirely in Greek (in the second part of this volume)
whereas they will be also published in English and incorporated
in the list of all members (in the first part of the volume). It was
assumed that the foreign members with no sufficient knowledge
of the Greek language would have the opportunity to get acquai-
nted with the work of their Greek colleagues.

For the publication, the same criteria of presentation have
been followed, as closely as possible. Thus, our published text
provides information pertaining to the personal data, university
education and area of specialization, This is followed by all other
data provided by each member. Often, a selection of information
had to be made to keep curricula in comparable length. Each text
was approved by the member prior to publication. Part One is
published in English and presents the CVs of all (Greek and
Foreign) Honorary and Corresponding members in strict
alphabetical order with the exception of His Holiness the
Patriarch of Constantinople who is the Honorary President of

Parnassos and consequently His CV is published first in the list.
Part Two is published in Greek and includes the CVs of the
Greeks (from Greece, Cyprus and the diaspora), also in strict
alphabetical order.

By way of conclusion, we would like to express our thanks to
the Governing Board of the Parnassos Literary Society for
having accepted our proposal of publishing this special book of
membership. We would also like to extend our special thanks
and appreciation to all members who are included in this book.
Despite their various obligations and heavy working schedules
they found time to send us their CVs and 1o read the finalized
text thereafter.

Finally, we hope that the readers of this volume will experience
the same agreeable surprise and satisfaction that we, of the editorial
staff, felt with regard to the high intellectual and human qualities
but also with regard to the wide breadth of specializations of all
personalities that have been honoured by the Parnassos Literary
Society.

BIOTPAPIKA EAAHNON KAI EENQN
XTHN AITAIKH
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His Al Holiness Bartholomew ARCHONTONIS (Turkey).
Archbishop of Constantinople, New Rome and Ecume-
nical Patriarch. Honorary President of the Parnassos
Literary Society.

His All Holiness Bartholo-
mew I, Ecumenical Patriarch
of Constantinople, was born
in lmvros (Turkey). He studied
at the Sacred Theological
School of Halki. Following his
graduation, he was ordained a
Deacon. He pursued postgra-
duate studies at the Ecumeni-
cal lnstitute in  Bossey,
Switzerland and the Univer-
sity of Munich, specializing
in ecclesiastical law. He re-
ceived his doctorate in Canon Law from the Gregorian Univer-
sity of Rome. When he returned to Constantinople, he was
appointed assistant dean of the Sacred Theological School of
Halki; there he was ordained to the Holy Priesthood and later
was consecrated a Bishop and named Metropolitan of Philadelphia
(of Asia Minor). For 17 years (1973-1990), he was head of the
Personal Patriarchal Secretariat of Patriarch Demetrios. From
1974 to his enthronement as Ecumenical Patriarch he was a
member of the Sacred and Holy Synod as well as of many of its
Commissions. In 1990, he was elected Metropolitan of Gera, and
later Metropolitan of Chalcedon, following the death of Metro-
politan Meliton, who was also his Elder. On October 22, 1991,
he was unanimously elected Archbishop of Constantinople, New
Rome and Ecumenical Patriarch. He has published many articles
and is a founding member of the «Society for Justice for Eastern
Churches» of which he has served as Vice President for many
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years. He has also been a member and Vice President of the
Commission «QOrder and Faith» of the World Council of
Churches (WCCY; he participated in several General Assemblies
of the WCC and in 1991 was elected member of its Central and
Executive Committees. Since ascending the Ecumenical
Throne, he has tirelessly pursued the vision of his enthronement
message: Orthodox unity, Christian reconciliation, interfaith
tolerance and coexistence, scientific cooperation and sensitization
of all peoples for the protection of the environment. To that
effect, he promoted the unity and cooperation of all Orthodox
Christians by convoking the heads of all Orthodox churches in
Phanari (1992), from where all of them sent a message to the
Church and the world, considered as the common voice of
Orthodoxy. Under his guidance, the Hierarchy of the Church of
Albania was canonically constituted (1992, 1998), the Church of
Estonia recovered its autonomy (1999) and the Autonomous
Church of the Czech Republic and Slovakia became Autocephalous.
Furthermore, His All Holiness presided over the Major Holy
Synod of Sofia which put an end to the schism in the Church of
Bulgaria (1998). He also presided over four Assemblies of all
the Hierarchs of the Ecumenical Throne {1992, 1994, 1996 and
1998). In September, 19935, he presided over the celebrations in
Patmos island, on the 1900th anniversary since the recording of
the Apocalypse of St John. On this occasion he convoked 1) the
Sacred Assembly of the Heads of the Orthodox Churches, which
circulated a message to the whole world, 2} an International
Environmental Symposium with an emphasis on the pollution of
the oceans, and 3) an International Scientific Congress on the
Sacred Book of Revelation. In regards to the protection of the
environment, His All Holiness organized in Halki a day on that
issug, in collaboration with Prince Philip, Duke of Edinburgh.
Since 1993, he circulates a serigs of special messages to that
effect every lst of September, a date that has been proclaimed
by the Ecumenical Patriarchate and all the Orthodox Churches
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as a day of prayers for the protection of God’s creation. Moreover,
he has participated in several International Inter-religious
Ecological Conferences. In 1997, he organized the 2nd Interna-
tional Ecological Symposium for the protection of the Black
Sea, in cooperation with the President of the EU Commission,
Mr. Jacques Santer, and in 1999, in collaboration with Mr.
Santer’s successor, Prof. Romano Prodi, the 3rd International
Ecological Symposium for the protection of the Danube, More-
over, he was invited to address the Plenary Session of Unescom
(1993), the World Economical Forum at Davos, Switzerland,
and the «Forum 2000» of Prague. He is a fellow of the Orthodox
Academy of Crete and an honorary member of the foundation
«Pro Oriente» in Vienna. He has been proclaimed Doctor honoris
causa of all the Departments of the Athens University, of the
Theological Academy of Moscow, of the Philosophical School
of the University of Crete, of the City University {London), of
the Department of Environmental Studies of the University of
the Aegean, of the Catholic University of Leuven, Belgium, of
the Orthodox Theological Institute of Paris, as well as of many
other Universities, in Europe, Canada and the U.S.A. Finally, he
has made official visits to nearly all the Orthodox Churches, to
several other Christian churches and denominations and to many
inter-Christian and international organizations.

Professor Adrados was born
in Salamanca, He was Presi-
dent of the Spanish Society
of Classical Studies (SEEC)
and of the Spanish Languistic
Society (SEL). At present he is
Director of the journal Emerita
and the journal of the Spanish
Linguistic Society, He is also
co-director of the Spanish
Dictionary of Ancient Greek
(DGE), one of the most im-
portant bilingual dictionaries
whose 6th volume was published recently, and co-director of the
Superior Council of Scientific Research (CSIC). In addition, he
is Director of the collection Aima Mater of Greek and Latin
classical authors in which more than 80 volumes in bilingual
form have already been published.

Professor Adrados has published more than 30 books and
some 300 articles on Ancient Greek Literature and Philology,
Linguistics (especially on the Indoeuropean languages) and Hi-
story. He has also translated into Spanish several classical Greek
authors (Aeschylus, Thucydides, Aristophanes, Lyric Poets, etc.).
He has also written books for schools and for a wider public.
Further, he has published several hundreds of articles in Spanish
newspapers (ABC, El Pafs, El independiente, EIl Sol, etc.) on
cultural, educational, historical, literary, linguistic and political
opics. Many of them have been reproduced in books.

His recent publications include: Festival, Comedy and Tra-
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gedy (1975); La demaocracia ateniense (re-edited several times)
(1975, Nueva Sintaxis del griego antigio (1992, Sociedad,
amor v Peesia en la Grecia antigua (1995); History of the
Graeco-Latin Fable, 3 vols. (1999-2002); Modelos griegos de la
sabiduria casteliana ¥ ewropea (2000); lotopia g elhnvunrg
vhoooug (2003).

Professor Adrados is member of the Royal Academy of the
Spanish Language (1990), of the Spanish Academy of History,
and Corresponding member of the Academy of Athens (2003).

Mrs. Angelaki-Rouk was
born in Athens and studied
languages in Athens, France
and Geneva from where she
obtained the Diploma of the
School of Translators and
Interpreters (English, French
and Russian) of the Univer-
sity of Geneva.

She has produced a consi-
derable poetic work and her
poetry has acquired interna-
tional reputation. She has
published thirteen collections

His Eminence Panteleimon BEZENITIS (Greece). For-
mer Metropolitan of Attica. Honorary member of the
Parnassos Literary Society (2000},

Metropolitan Panteleimon
was born in Chios. In 1961,
he graduated from the Fa-
culty of Theology of Athens
and was ordained a Deacon;
two years later, he was ordai-
ned a Presbyter. He attended
for two years postgraduate
classes on Hermeneutical
Theology at the Sorbonne
(Paris) and received the title
of Master in Catechesis and
Pastoral Studies from the

Catholic University of Paris.

Upon his return to Greece, he served as a preacher at the
Holy Metropolitan See of Mytilini and was appointed Director
of the Christian Youth Center. Later he became Director of the
Apostolic Diaconate and of its Theological Boarding House.

Professor Castillo Didier was
born in Santiago de Chile and
studied Philosophy, Music
and Law at the University of
Chile. He graduated in Law,
in Greek Language and Lite-
rature and in the Pedagogics
of the Spanish Language and
Literature, He has contribu-
ted largely into making Greek
Literature known in the South
American continent through
his teaching and publications.
He is the Founder (in 1993) and Director of the Center of
Byzantine and Modern Greek Swudies, now called Center of
Ancient, Byzantine and Modern Greek Studies of the Faculty of
Philosophy of the University of Chile.

His Eminence Chrysostomos
was born in the village of
Statos, in the district of Pa-
phos. After finishing eleme-
ntary school, he entered as a
novice at the Holy Monaste-
ry of Kykkos. He completed
his secondary education in
Cyprus and then studied in
the University of Athens,
where he graduated from the
Faculties of Theology and
Philosophy. Later he went to

England for broader studies.

Upon his return to Cyprus, he was ordained a Deacon, and
then a Presbyter and a Suffragan Bishop of the Holy Archdio-
cese of Cyprus. In 1973, he was elected Metropolitan of Paphos;
in 1977, he was unanimously elected Archbishop of New Justi-
niana and All Cyprus.

Archbishop Chrysostomos has been Professor at the High
school of Kykkos and at the Seminary «Apostle Barnabas». He
represented Cyprus in various ecclesiastical congresses. During
the hard times Cyprus endured because of the exile of Archbi-
shop Makarios 1I1, the coup d’étar orchestrated by the Greek
military junta and the Turkish invasion, Archbishop Chrysosto-
mos undertook for several vears the administration of the Church
and the support to the Cypriot people.

As a Primate of the Church of Cyprus, he visited the Churches
of Russia, Bulgaria, Antioch and Jerusalem. He also visited, in
the frame of his national obligaticns, Australia, New Zealand,
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the U.S.A., Canada, the U.K. and Greece, presenting to the
governments and the religious authorities of these countries the
rightecus demand of Cypriot Hellenism for the restitution of
justice and freedom that have been viclated by the Turkish
invasion.

Professor Gyftopoulos was
born in Athens. He studied
Mechanical and Electrical
Engineering at the Natio-
nal Polytechnic University
(N.P.U.) of Athens. He did
graduate work at the Massa-
chusetts Institute of Techno-
logy (M.LT.) from where he
obtained his Science Docto-
rate.

From the very beginning

o= of his career he has been on
the staff of M.LT.. Instructor, Assistant Professor, Associate
Professor, Professor and Ford Professor of Mechanical Engi-
neering and of Nuclear Engineering. He has received four
awards as an outstanding teacher. During the first two decades
of his career, he initiated and taught a two-term sequence of
courses on nuclear power plant dynamics, control and safety. In
addition to nuclear plant dynamics, his research was devoted to
the advancement of thermionic energy conversion in space,
powered by either solar or nuclear energy.

He
graduated from the Faculty
of Theology of Athens Uni-
versity and from the Faculty
of Letters of the University
of Lille, France. He has re-
ceived the titles of Doctor in
Sociology (University of Stras-
bourg, 1967) and Doctor in
Theology (University of
Thessaloniki, 1972}, In 1960,
he was ordained a Deacon
and then a Presbyter. [n 1980, the Holy Synod of the Ecumenical
Patriarchate of Constantinople elected him Metropolitan of Kar-
pathos and Kassos (Dodecanese) and in 1983 he was transferred
to the Holy Mertropolitan See of Leros, Kalymnos and Asty-
palaia.

The contribution of Metropolitan Nektarios to the ecclesia-
stical, national and cultural development is very important. His
activities include the restoration of the Church of Our Lady of
the Castle (Leros), the Church of the Unknown Christian Martyr
(Leros), the Ecclesiasticat Museums of Leros, Kalymnos and
Astypalaia, the Hadjimichaleios Library and the church of Alin-
doi (Leros).

Professor Hendtrickx is Director of the lnstitute of Afro-Helle-
nic Studies, Vice President of the South African Association of
Patristic and Byzantine Studies and Chairman of the South Afri-
can Branch of the Société Internationale des Amis de Kazantza-
ki and Corresponding member of the Society of Macedonian
Studies (Thessaloniki).

Protessor Hendrickx has developed a world-wide scientific
interest in areas covering Byzantine history and literature and
intercultural studies.

T Mr. Kallergis was born in
Houmeri, in the region of
Mylopotamos (Crete). His
50-year career has been rich
and multi-tacetted. He has
distinguished himself in the
theatrical milieu, where he
first appeared in 1934, with
the Popular Scene of Karolos
Koun, incarnating Panaretos
in the play Erophili by Hor-
tatzis. Since then he has held

: leading roles in a great varie-
ty of plays, both comical and dramatlc from the Greek and the
international repertoire (Greek Tragedies, Shakespeare, Ibsen,
Chekhov, Strindberg, Pirandello, Gogol, Gorky, O’Neill, Pries-
tley and others).

He became widely known for his leading roles in Greek cine-
ma and television; he also worked as a stage director for theatre,
radio and television, as a translator of theatrical plays and as a
Professor at the Dramatic School of the National Theater and at
other similar establishments.

From 1956 to 1967 he was Secretary General of the Union of
Greek Artists; he was also elected President, for five vears, of
the Greek Federation of Audiovisual Arts and Vice President of
the Fund of Actors’ Pensions. From 1977 to 1981 he was MP,
elected in the list of the Communist Party of Greece (KKE).

Professor Papazoglou was
born in Drama. He studied
Philology at the Universities
of Thessaloniki and l[oanni-
na.

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His Eminence Christodoulos PARASKEVAIDIS (Gree-
ce). Archbishop of Athens and All Greece. Honorary
member of the Parnassos Literary Society (1998).

His Eminence Christodoulos,
Archbishop of Athens, was
born in Xanthi. He graduated
from the Faculty of Law and
the Faculty of Theology of the
Athens University and has
received the title of Doctor in
Canon Law. He has also stu-
died Byzantine Music at the
Athens Conservatory.

Following his graduation
from the School of Law, he
was ordained a Deacon, after
having cmbraced monasticism at the Holy Monastery of Bar-
faam in Meteora, where he remained with a small group of
young monks inspired by the vision of a social and missionary
monasticism. In the age of 35, he was elected Metropolitan of
Demeitrias (Volos), an office that he held for more than 20 years.

As a Metropotlitan, he undertook the reorganization of the
meiropolitan see, aiming at the modernization of the internal
structure of the Church. He encouraged young monks to study;
thus, when he was elected Archbishop, in 1998, he left in his
former see 80 clerics with a diploma in Theology, as opposed to
only 12 that he had found in 1974, He also left behind an impor-
tant social infrastructure, having founded a Centre for Family
Support, Schools for Parents, a Counselling Station for the Pro-
blems of Adelescence. and the radio station «Orthodox Testimo-
ny», where 150 volunteer collaborators present a continuously
renewed program.
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The presence and the activities of Archbishop Christodoulos
are extremely appealing to the young. He has undertaken impor-
tant action against AIDS, drug addiction and unemployment
His original positions on issues of medical bioethics have pro-
moted a new image of the Orthodox Church. In Volos. he foun-
ded 15 years ago the Union of Christian Scientists. the Christian
Social Union, the «Shelters of the Peace of Christ» for the elder-
ly, the «Christian Sohdarity» for the poor. He established regular
annual meetings with groups of scientists (jurists, medical
doctors, professors) and students, exposing to them the views of
the Church on the issues of their respective scientific fields.

His conversations with pupils in high schools and his ex-
change of letters with them have remained proverbial. These
were accompanied by the free distribution of popularized leaf-
lets on issues that interest the youth. Furthermore, his texts on
various subjects, published by the Metropolitan see of Athens,
are distinguished for their original, practical and constructive
character.

Archbishop Christodoulos has developed close relationships
with the Ecumenical Patriarchate of Constantinople and all the
Orthedox Churches all over the world, and is connected with
ties of brotherhood 1o every Orthodox Primate, but also with
Primates of other Christian denominations.

He has also been distinguished for his participation in discus-
sions on the television, promoting and defending the rights of
the Church. The same goal has been served by his various arti-
cles in serious newspapers.

Pharan and Raitho which is customary tor the Ab-
bots of St Catherine. The Archbishop of Sinai has always been
an independent religious authority in the Orthodox world. His
Eminence is the President of the Mount Sinai Foundation and
has received the title of Doctor Honoris Causa by the Depart-
ment of History and Ethnology of the Demokriteion University
of Thrace.

During his office occurred in the area many events, both po-
sitive and negative, whose influence to the development of mo-
nasticism in Sinai was paramount: exponential increase in the
numbers of pilgrims and tourists; uncontrollable boom in urba-
nism; political and demographic changes as well as environ-
mental moedifications. The need to secure the historical Meto-
chia and Kathismata, inside and outside the peninsula of Sinai,
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became urgent. There have been constant and serious efforts aim-
ing at the restoration of ancient edifices and at the registration
and conservation of the Monastery’s precious relics. Further-
more, His Eminence organized several cultural and spiritual
manifestations, inctuding the participation of the Monastery in
international expositions of icons and relics, which contributed
to its promotion all over the world. He alsc struggles to secure
the funds necessary to the survival of the monastic community
and to the functioning of the Abet School of Cairo, founded 138
years ago — he is actually the President of its Governing Board
and responsible in general for several issues pertaining to that
School that has greatly benefited Hellenism outside Greece. Due
to all these factors, Archbishop Damianos and his skilful colla-
borators, both clergymen and laypersons, are always in a state of
spiritual and administrative vigilance to the benefit of the Mo-
nastic Bretherheod of Mount Sinai.

Professor Toutouzas was born
in Thebes. He studied Medi-
cine in the Athens University
and then specialized in Pa-
thology and Cardiology in
the corresponding university
clinics at the General Hosp-
ital «Hippokrateion», where
he works ever since. He at-
tended postgraduate studies
for three years in Great Bri-
tain. He has been Director of

His Eminence Demetrios,
Archbishop of America, was
born in Thessaloniki. He stu-
died Theology at the Faculty
of Theology of the Athens
University. He attended post-
graduate studies at the Har-
vard University, specializing
in New Testament and Chri-
stian Origins. He has earned a
Ph.D. from the Harvard Univer-
sity and a Th.D. in Theology

: from the University of Athens.
In the course of his umversny studies in Athens, he partici-
pated in a special and original way in the catechizing activities
of the Holy Archdiocese of Athens: he taught in the Seminaries
for the Catechists of the Church and was responsible catechist in
several parishes of Athens.

[n 1960 he was ordained a Deacon, in 1964 a Presbyter, and
in 1967 he was elected Titular Bishop of Vresthena. In 1991, the
Holy Synod of the Church of Greece promoted him from Bishop
to Titular Metropolitan of Vresthena. In 1993, the Ecumenical
Patriarch and the Holy Synod of the Ecumenical Patriarchate of
Constantinople appointed him a member of the Patriarchal Exar-
chate of North and South America. and in 1999 they elected him
Archbishop of the Holy Archdiocese of America.

Archbishop Demetrios 1s distinguished for his important
educational and scientific work. For more than a decade, he ser-
ved as a Visiting and then as a Distinguished Professor at the
Holy Cross Greek Orthodox School of Theology in Brookline,
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Massachusetts, where he was also responsible for the organiza-
tion and the functioning of the postgraduate program «Master of
Theology»; he has also taught at the Harvard University and
participated in many international biblical and theological con-

Archbishop Demetrios is often invited to address important
American and international congresses. Moreover, after the terrorist
attacks of September 11, he assisted in many ways the families of
the victims and contributed to the rebuilding of the historical St
Nicholas Church in the area of the World Trade Center, by creating
the «September | 1th Fund» and the «St Nicholas Fund».

The Greek
Nobelist poet Odysseas Elytis
has said about him: «He is a
European poet of rare sensiti-
vity and with deep knowledge
of the lyrical art; he merits
the praise not only of his na-
tive city, but also of the culti-
vated persons of the whole
world».

The praising comment of Elytis matches perfectly with Takis
Varvitsiotis, who has published 30 collections of poetry in seve-
ral languages.
